
Dress Rehearsal & Recital ChecklistDress Rehearsal & Recital ChecklistDress Rehearsal & Recital ChecklistDress Rehearsal & Recital Checklist    

  Get a Good Night’s SleepGet a Good Night’s SleepGet a Good Night’s SleepGet a Good Night’s Sleep- Please keep in mind that appearing on  

stage in a rectal, before a large audience, is quite an  experience.  It is very 

important that dancers are well rested and relaxed for the rehearsal and 

both performances.

 Check that you have ALL costume pieces and accessoriesCheck that you have ALL costume pieces and accessoriesCheck that you have ALL costume pieces and accessoriesCheck that you have ALL costume pieces and accessories----  Dancers must be fully  

           dressed in the required attire to perform on stage. Make sure you have  

           EVERYTHING! 

 Pack a suitcasePack a suitcasePack a suitcasePack a suitcase- Items of necessity: bobby pins, safety pins, hairbrush and a water  

           bottle (NO JUICE- we don’t want to stain the costumes).  Other possible Items:   

           Make-up, curling iron, hairspray, radio w/ dance music (to practice backstage),  

           games/books (for the little ones to pass the time), a change of clothing for  

           after the performance, and a hanger for the costume on the ride home.

costumes were given) for specific hair directions.  

  Make Make Make Make----upupupup- All dancers mustmustmustmust wear make-up to avoid looking  washed out  

under the powerful, bright stage lights.   

  Lipstick- Distinct Red (not pink, orange, or brown) 

  Blush- Pink or Rose 

  Eye shadow- Blue or Brown (your costume directions indicate color) 

  Eyeliner- Apply to upper & lower lids (Unnecessary for  

young dancers) 

  Mascara- Black

Signs will direct you 

when you get to the high school. Parents, please escort your child to his or 

her designated dressing room.  Help them find a place to put their costumes 

and other belongings.  There will be dressing room moms in each classroom 

with name badges identifying themselves.  Please make your “drop-off” quick.  

The dressing rooms are small and we do not have a lot of space for extra 

bodies. If you are not signed up as a backstage volunteer you will be asked to 

leave.  

The 

dancers must stay in their dressing rooms until the finale where they will all 

return to the stage for one last song.  After the finale, children may be 

picked up from the dressing rooms. Dancers should be picked-up by females 

only. With the exception of the boy’s dressing room, ALL dressing rooms are 

female only.  Please do not allow dads, brothers, or male friends/relatives 

to be in the dressing room hallway at the end of the show.

Dress rehearsal is an important evening. The ONLY purpose of dress rehearsal is to prepare students for 
the recital with as little confusion as possible.  The dancers will need to get used to their costumes, the 
stage, and the tempo of the recital music. They all want to do their very best on recital night.  
Only one parent or guardian per student will be permitted to stay in the auditorium on dress rehearsal 
night.  NO EXCEPTIONS!!!!!  Students have been given one dress rehearsal pass for their parent or 
guardian (enclosed).  Videotaping and flash photography will bewill bewill bewill be permitted during dress rehearsal only.

All parents and guardians, 
(those with a guest pass) must sit in the upper section or the side section of the auditorium.  The lower, 
center section of the auditorium will be reserved for students and backstage parents only.
